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TAYODEA:Youth Leadership and Service Summit(The Youth Work Camp)
TAYODEA (Tanga Youth Development Association) is non-governmental organization focusing on improving the social and economic well being of the region. Activities are organized out of the main office in Tanga City and the regional office in Lushoto, however programming is held throughout the region.

TAYODEA was formed in February 2000 with an objective to increase participation of young people to eliminate poverty and to contribution to society. Since it’s creation, TAYODEA has received widespread local support from Mayor Kasim Kisauji of Tanga, City Council, prominent businessmen and local educators. TAYODEA has received international publicity through the Lonely Planet and Rough Guide guidebooks, which recommends TAYODEA’s cultural programs.

TAYODEA has conducted youth leadership and service summits in the Tanga Region for the past 4 years.
The objectives of the two or three week programs have been to; 

· Expose and educate youth on poverty, drug abuse, HIV/AIDS and other social and economic issues. 
· Create a lasting difference in the community by assisting the construction of classrooms, libraries, dormitories, health centers and others. 
· Encourage the youth to participate in an exchange of ideas with different cultures to gain new perspectives. 
· Motivate each other to be active in volunteerism.

The nameTanga comes from the word for farm or cultivated land in several of the local languages (including Sambaa, Bondei, and Zigua). Tanga is situated on a picturisque bay that opens up to the warm Indian Ocean. Trips to sandy beaches or to the mountains are both common day trips. Situated just south of the equator, the termerature is warm throughout the year. 

Tanga is in easy reach from many of the many of the regions busy cities. About a four to five hours bus ride from Dar es Salaam, Arusha and Mombassa, Kanya, travel around the region in not a problem. Nearby tourist attractions in Tanga include the Amboni Caves, Toten Island, Tanga War Graves and Memorials, Tongoni Ruins, Ndumi Village defense works, Mwarongo sand beaches and protected coastal mangroves.
